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Help needed to monitor MCCC Foundation Scholarship award

The GE Volunteers are in need of help to monitor the GE Foundation award to Roosevelt Alternative High School students. 

For the past 20 years Miles (Bill) Wolfson has been mentoring Roosevelt students in math. However, as Bill begins to limit his involvement in the program, help is needed more than ever. 

If GE does not receive a sufficient amount of help, the scholarship program will suffer or be sent to another facility. 

In 1990, the late Gerry Cundiff began the effort with the GE Foundation to award a grant to the Montgomery County Community College Foundation for scholarships for students from the Roosevelt Alternative High School in Norristown. 

The GE Volunteers have since found marginal success with the Roosevelt students at the college, and as a result, the Volunteers awarded $1,000 to a student in the ACT 101 program at MCCC. This scholarship was in addition to the $1,000 award for a Roosevelt student.
