What should I wear to an EANGUS conference?
The Enlisted Association of the National Guard of the United States has worked hard to establish a reputation as an outstanding professional organization in Washington, DC.  With this comes an obligation in how EANGUS does business and appears in public.  Therefore the Executive Council has established the following dress code for the delegate area. 
Delegates

Delegates may wear any current military uniform excluding the PT uniform or business casual civilian attire (see below).  

Professional Development PD

Personnel attending Professional Development will wear ACU or ABU in class but must change to the appropriate uniform if attending other events such as the Awards Luncheon and All States banquet.
Awards Luncheon:
Class B/Service uniform (any blues) for attendees
OAY and OSY Awardees will be in SERVICE DRESS or Class A

All States Banquet: 
Army: ASU or Class A with bow tie; 
Air: Semi-Formal or Mess Dress - All PD members will attend the Banquet
Proper Business Casual for Men

Cotton trousers such as khakis and a button-down shirt. If you opt for other shirt styles, it should always have a collar and sleeves. Clothing should always be clean and wrinkle-free. Shoes should be polished. Avoid athletic shoes. While business casual is designed to make you more comfortable, you should always convey a professional and poised appearance.

Proper Business Casual for Women

Women can benefit from mixing classic business attire with less-formal pieces. For example:
a blouse with a relaxed pair of pants. Use minimal accessories that coordinate with your outfit.

Dresses are also a nice choice but be sure that the hemline remains at a professional length. Shoes should be leather and coordinate with your outfit.
